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GINGERBREAD SHAPES

100 g (4 oz) margarine
100 g (4 oz) sugar
275g (10 oz) plain flour
1 teaspoon bicarbonate of soda
3 teaspoons ground ginger
golden syrup

(warmed, about 2 tablespoons)

Heat the oven to 180C (350F,
Gas 4) and line a baking tray.

Cream together the margarine.
Sift together the dry ingredients
and add to the creamed mixture.
Add enough syrup to make a
dough.

Now all you have to do is roll out
the dough on a floured board
and cut it into shapes. You can
make gingerbread people or any
thing. If you are not happy with
how they look you can, like
Jeremiah’s potter, squash it and
start again.

Put the shapes on the baking
tray and cook for 15 minutes.
Cool on the tray. Finish with
icing, chocolate drops etc.
